GAUDETE SUNDAY

The colour rose, used in the liturgy today, is actually a lighter version of violet. This
symbolizes a blending of the penitential violet with the white of the approaching joyful
season of Christmas.

The Church recognizes that prolonged penance can lead to discouragement or insin-
cere gloom if not tempered with hope. To reflect this understanding of human nature,
both Advent and Lent include a moment of joy and anticipation, brightening the sea-
son of preparation.

In Advent, the third Sunday is known as Gaudete Sunday, taken from the Latin word
Gaudéte, meaning “Rejoice!, which is the first word of the Entrance Antiphon: “Rejoice
(gaudete) in the Lord always, again | say, rejoice.” It reminds us that the Lord is near.
Similarly, in Lent, the fourth Sunday is Laetare Sunday, from Laetdre lerusalem,
meaning “Be joyful, Jerusalem!” These Sundays invite us to pause and experience a
foretaste of the celebration to come.

On these days, the darker violet vestments of penance may be replaced with rose—a
colour traditionally associated with joy. While some might call it "pink," liturgical texts
officially refer to it as rose. However, this shift is not mandatory; communities without
rose vestments may continue to use violet, as the colours are meant to serve the litur-
gy, not overshadow it.

These moments of joy remind us to prepare our hearts actively and authentically, not
with a heavy spirit, but with hope and anticipation for the great feast day of Christmas
that lie ahead.
