INCARDINATION?

The Church’s Canon Law requires that all priests must belong to a particular
diocese or religious order. In other words, there is no such thing as a
‘free-lance’ priest. The act of being attached to a diocese or order is known as
incardination.

Within our diocese there are some priests who are incardinated in the Diocese
of Rockhampton (such as myself and Fr Peter), some who are incardinated in
various religious orders (such as the Divine Word Missionaries in Emerald and
Longreach), and some who are incardinated in other diocese in Nigeria or India,
but who are ‘on loan’ to us.

Bishop Michael recently announced that Fr Simeon Uchendu, who had been a
priest of the Diocese of Umuahia in Nigeria, has now been incardinated into
the Diocese of Rockhampton. That means that Fr Simeon is now a permanent
priest of our diocese, and not just ‘on loan’. This decision came after a period
of discernment by Fr Simeon, his bishop in Umuahia, and Bishop Michael.
Having served in our parish as assistant priest for several years, it’s a particular
joy for us to welcome Fr Simeon permanently to our diocese!
